* Shingles Vaccine — The medication must remain frozen until shortly before its use, therefore you may not be able to purchase it at the
pharmacy and take it to your doctor’s office, where the vaccine would be administered. Two ways this may be handled:
1. The doctor would provide the vaccine and bill the patient for the full cost. The patient would need to request a claim form from
the Part D plan to be reimbursed for the vaccine.
2. Some pharmacists are trained to give adult immunizations. The doctor would give the patient a prescription, the patient pays the
copay at the pharmacy and the vaccine is given there.
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
